F A T H E R S  I N  D E T E N T I O N

Help fathers in detention by joining or starting a visitation
ministry.  Alternatively,  you could become a pen pal to provide
some sorely needed words of support.

Help fathers who are farmworkers by sponsoring a community
screening of the film Food Chains .  This documentary follows the
efforts of farmworkers in Florida in their fight for better working
conditions.

Help fathers with DACA and TPS by connecting them with qualified
legal services.

Help fathers with H1B visas by learning about the economic
impacts of the program at tinyurl.com/h1bvisafacts.
